Older orphans ages 6 to 13, especially those with 
medical conditions, are often forgotten.  These 
children are often overlooked due to their ages and 
their medical conditions, and many will age out 
without knowing the love and support of a family.  
Through hosting, older orphans are provided with the 
opportunity of a lifetime, four weeks with an 
American family to experience things they may have 
never had a chance to do growing up in an institution 
(going to the zoo, a museum, or movies, riding a bike, 
swimming, jumping on a trampoline, etc).  Watching 
their faces light up at seeing a zebra in the zoo for 
the first time or learning to ride a bike or pump their 
legs on a swing are unforgettable moments!  Most of 
all, hosting provides these children with hope for 
their futures.  Think of the difference you could make 
in the life of a child!        
 
This past winter 25 orphans were hosted through

36 Waiting Children were matched with their families in 
January, 16 girls and 20 boys!  Of those matched children, 
33 were from our agency-specific list and 3 were from the 
///²!Ωǎ {ƘŀǊŜŘ [ƛǎǘ ƻŦ ²ŀƛǘƛƴƎ /ƘƛƭŘǊŜƴΦ  CŀƳƛƭƛŜǎ 
matched in January who had Medical Conditions 
Checklists (MCCs) on file with CCAI (78% of the families 
matched last month) ranged from September 2012 to 
December 2014.  4 children were accepted as part of the 
Special Focus Program, under which families may adopt 
TWO unrelated children simultaneously or successively 
with the same dossier. 
 
Of the 36 Waiting Children matched in January, 6 have 
cleft lip and palate, 6 have anal atresia, 4 have 
brain/developmental delays, 3 have heart disease, 3 have 
hydrocephalus, 2 have a limb difference, 2 have a hearing 
impairment, and the remaining children have the 
following medical needs: biliary atresia, cerebral palsy, 
ear malformation, GI disorder, hepatitis, hypospadias, 
liver condition, vision impairment, etc.  2 are healthy 
older children.  31% have multiple medical needs.
